I will:

• Conduct myself politely and appropriately whilst on school premises, 

behaving in a way that sets a good example to the children. 
• Allow my child to attend school offsite visits. 
• Allow my child’s photograph to be used on the school website and in 

newsletters. 
• Attend parent meetings and discussions about my child’s progress. 
• Get to know about my child’s life at school by reading school newsletters and 

talking to my child. 
• Support school events and the Friends of St Joseph’s parent group.
